The colourful and poignant episode which we find in our Gospe! reading today is Cathedral of St Wenceslas in Olomouc,

only recounted in the Gospel of Luke. The evangelist uses it as a bridge between Czech Republic
the account of the birth of Jesus and the beginning of his adult ministry.

He emphasises the religious observance of the couple described as “the parents of Jesus”,
who were accustomed to making an annual pilgrimage to Jerusalem in order to celebrate
the feast of Passover. On this oceasion, the twelve-year-old Jesus decides to remain behind
without informing them. They discover him in the Temple, teaching the teachers.
